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NOTES FROM THE PRESIDENT. 
 
 
 

Many clubs have now ended their seasons and members are looking forward 
to summer holidays and some outings where they can continue to share their 
love of photography with fellow club members. 
If you haven't already done so, you may like to find your way to Sessions 
House, Maidstone, to have a look at this year's exhibition.  The standard set 
by our judges was very high indeed and there is much to enjoy no matter what 
your particular taste is. Congratulations to all of you who had work accepted, 
and for those of you who didn't, there is always next year. Exhibitions can only 
succeed if the judges have a wide choice of work from which to choose to 
ensure that the resultant exhibition is both varied and of the standard we have 
come to expect.  
It was hoped, when we moved to Sessions House that we had found a 
permanent home for our exhibition, and that those who felt that it was less 
than ideal would come to accept it. However, Kent County Council increased 
their charges significantly this year and I understand that they intend to make 
further increases next year. I shall be negotiating with them in an attempt to 
strike a better deal than currently on offer, but if clubs are aware of other 
suitable venues which we may consider, I would love to hear from them. Apart 
from price, key issues would be location, accessibility, opening hours and 
security, amongst other things. 
 



At the January committee meeting, it was agreed that the PDI Competition, 
until now run by the KCPA, should be offered to clubs to run on behalf of the 
KCPA, as are the Ross Cup and AV Competitions, and as was the Carter Cup 
and Handley Shield. We have had an offer to run this competition next year 
from a club, but not this year. If your club would like to run the competition this 
year, or perhaps work with the KCPA to mount it, please let me know. Joint 
working may be a good way for clubs who have never managed a competition 
but would like to in future, to learn what is involved. 
We also need a club to offer to organise the Diamond Jubilee Trophy for next 
year. This club competition is the digital successor to the Handley Shield and 
winners and runners up are invited to compete at the PAGB's Warwick 
competition. Competitions of this nature are not difficult to organise, but need 
attention to detail and there is a lot of expertise in the KCPA to help any club 
that would like to take it on. 
......and having mentioned the Handley Shield, since it has been redefined to 
limit entries to first generation slides only, we have not held this competition 
and I have only been asked about it by one club. This would suggest that 
there is no support for its continuation. However, I have set up a sub 
committee to look at competitions and rules, and so as not to exclude slide 
photographers from opportunities to show their work outside their clubs, I 
would be happy to ask the committee to consider a slide competition for 
individuals rather than clubs. The Sussex Federation are holding one this year 
and have had a lot of entries, so if you think the KCPA should be doing 
likewise, please say. 
Many of you responded positively to the possibility of taking out Trustees 
Insurance. At their AGM, the PAGB agreed to take this forward. For the 
remainder of this year, the PAGB will cover the premium on behalf of clubs, 
so clubs will only have to start paying when the next premium is due. It will 
operate as an opt out scheme, and names of clubs wishing not to take this 
cover and pay the additional small premium, will be forwarded to the insurers.

What a boon sat navs have been to us judges and lecturers, especially when 
visiting a camera club for the first time. Gone are the days when we sat in our 
cars on a wet winter night, trying to read a map by the cars poor interior light. 
Now we can sit back and let technology take the strain.  Well almost. 
As a general rule most clubs now make sure that they include the postcode of 
their meeting room in their instructions. But there is a problem. Many of the 
meeting halls such as community centres and village halls do not have a 
postcode, for the simple reason that they do not receive mail. I was amazed to 
learn that not every building in the U.K had a postcode.  



This was brought home to me recently when I had to attend a college in 
Crowborough that I was due to teach at. It’s an enormous building with 
dozens of classrooms and lots of staff, but does not have a postcode for the 
simple reason that all their mail is delivered to their main college half a mile 
away. 
 
So here is my suggestion. If you are one of those people whose responsibility 
is to send instructions to the judge or lecturer and your meeting hall does not 
have a postcode, then please, politely approach one of the closest houses 
and ask the resident for their postcode. We don’t need our sat nav to take us 
right to the front door of the meeting room; just the same road would be 
enough.

CRICKET PHOTOGRAPHY 
 

 
Many readers of this Bulletin will know that Michael Gilburt and I take 
photographs of first class cricket, mainly at the St Lawrence Ground at 
Canterbury and that we both are quite successful in competitions and national 
exhibitions.  We take our photographs sitting in the back row of the Frank 
Woolley stand with cameras on tripods; this location allows us to look down 
on the action, enables us to avoid including the advertising boards and keeps 
us out of the way of the spectators – the back rows are rarely occupied when 
four day matches are being played. 
 
Until recently all my photographs have been taken on film on my Canon EOS 
100 camera.  Although I have a Sigma 175-500mm lens I rarely use it beyond 
300mm and in fact more often use my Canon 75-300mm lens as I find that in 
order to get satisfying compositions favoured by most judges (especially those 
who are not devotees of cricket – and there are some!) I need to have my lens 
set between 220mm and 300mm. Since I acquired a digital camera – the EOS 
350D – I have tended to use the Sigma lens even less, though it is useful for 
photographs concentrating on the batsman and/or the bowler. 
 
Many people – and I am sure most judges – believe that both Mick and I take 
thousands of photographs, using motor drive.  This is not so; we never use 
the motor drive facility. With my EOS 100 it has been a question of sitting with 
my finger on the shutter button all the time or more recently, with the EOS 
350D, with the remote control in the hand (which is very useful when it is cold 
in the stand, as it often is in the early part of the season! Because I have 
always kept a record of nearly every exposure I have taken – and I have 
many books full of the details of every photograph – I have been able to 
produce the following table:

When considering the statistics please bear in mind that not all my exposures 
are of dramatic action; I also take photographs of the general scene, of 
amusing incidents and of individual cricketers. Also on some days when the 
lighting is poor there is no point using the cameras –photographs taken when 
the sun is not shining are generally a waste of time.
