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From the President  
As I write this I am looking forward to the opening night of our 10th Annual Exhibition on 24th April. 
This will be our second year at Sessions House, and it seems to me rather appropriate that our new home 
is in the heart of Kent and thus readily accessible to most of our members. 
 
Whether an exhibition succeeds or not depends on the support it gets from its entrants and this year I was 
delighted that the total number of entries has increased from 1337 to 1513. We had 1165 prints compared 
with 1078 last year and 348 slides compared with last year’s 259. I hope that the slide entry which is open 
to both first generation and slides made from digital files will continue to increase, as the exhibition will 
be the only KCPA event, to which you can submit either type of transparency. I know that some of our 
members believe that slides made from digital files display the images better than viewing them as 
Projected Digital Images. 
 
This year we introduced a prize for the best example of Photo Journalism and I was very pleased that we 
have attracted sponsorship from the Kent Messenger Group which is donating the Trophy. It will be 
presented on our opening night by Edwin Boorman, President of the KM Group which recently 
celebrated 150 years of newspaper photography in an exhibition in the Chequers Centre, Maidstone. 
 
At our last delegates meeting, we took two decisions which you will find of interest. First we have 
decided to rename our DPI (Digitally Projected Image) Competition to PDI (Projected Digital Image) as 
this more accurately describes what we do. Second, on the recommendation of our technical expert Dr 
John Bowsher, we have agreed to standardise on sRGB for colour space in KCPA Competitions. This 
will no doubt be welcomed by all those whose home computers do not support Adobe RGB. The 
conclusion was not lightly reached and was informed by research produced by other Federations. This 
still leaves the tickly problem of sizing images which some of our members have difficulty with and if 
you are one of the people who do find this difficult, do visit the KCPA website and down load the 
‘action’ produced by Ruth Brown and John Bowsher  which will help you. 
 
In February we held the qualifying selection for Warwick and I would like to congratulate Ashford and 
Tonbridge Clubs who will represent us this year and also thank all the other clubs who entered. (The 
results table is on page 4 –Ed.) The rules for the competition have not yet been published, but I am sure 
that both clubs will take anything that the PAGB can throw at them in their stride. I wish them every 
success. 
 
Turning to our own competitions, Folkestone Camera Club will be holding the AV Competition on 14th 
November 2009, Reflex Photographic Club will be mounting the Ross Cup on 21st November 2009 and 
Ashford will be organising the inaugural Diamond Jubilee Competition. We are still looking for a 
volunteer for the Carter Cup and Handley Shield. The message here is, if you don’t want to lose it, use it, 
and members of the KCPA Committee will be happy to help you if you find the thought of mounting a 
competition too daunting 
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Lastly I would like to give an enormous vote of thanks to Margaret Lloyd and members of the SNAPS 
Committee for persuading Joe Cornish to share his work, his enthusiasm and his love of photography  
with us at the latest SNAPS evening. As an unashamed Cornish fan, I am still amazed that when looking 
at his pictures, I seem to be bathed in the light that streams from the paper…..and so with that in mind, 
we have a whole summer in front of us to see how near to our own version of the perfect picture we can 
get.

Public Liability Insurance – an important message for Associates  
   
Public Liability Insurance is a legal requirement for clubs and societies. The PAGB-negotiated 
scheme is a block policy and the year commences on 1st February. Our Insurance Officer, Bill 
Wearing , aims to send out letters to Associates in mid-November, notifying them of the amount 
required and asking for cheques by mid- January.  All cheques need to be banked and a single 
cheque, with a list of participating Associates, sent to the brokers before 1st February.   
Unfortunately one or two Treasurers have been loath to forward their remittance to Bill until 
almost the end of January. This not only puts pressure on Bill but crucially could lead to all 
participating Associates (and the KCPA itself) not being covered in the early days of February if 
he waits for the last cheque(s) to arrive. This is clearly undesirable and all Treasurers are 
therefore asked to ensure in future years that their cheque reaches the Insurance Officer by the 
deadline he sets.

Tonbridge CC and 
Ashford PS will represent the KCPA at the inaugural PAGB Inter-club PDI Championship at Warwick in 
July. 

Image formats for National and other PDI (projected digital image) 
competitions 

There have been developments in the assistance provided by the KCPA for entrants to  PDI competitions. 
First, the KCPA at its last Delegates’ meeting agreed that the colour space to be used for its PDI 
competitions would in future be sRGB, the same as that used by all other PAGB Federations. Please note 
that Adobe RGB 1998 is no longer the colour space to be used in KCPA competitions. 
Second, the Photoshop actions to help entrants size their images correctly have been written and are 
available on the KCPA web-site. The actions cover two basic situations: one, where a very few images 
have to be readied for a competition, and two, where many images have to be prepared for, say, an AV 
sequence. In addition a comprehensive set of instructions designed to help those not too familiar with the 
working of a computer is provided. 
The actions have been thoroughly tested on a range of computers and on all Photoshops from version 7 
upwards; other Federations are testing them with a view to adopting them for their use.  
All an entrant to a PDI competition has to do is display the chosen image in Photoshop (sadly, Photoshop 
Elements cannot be used yet), select the appropriate image size, decide whether or not to have a thin 
white border around the image and run the action. The image will be correctly sized, be converted to the 
correct mode if necessary, be flattened if necessary, be converted to 8 bits if necessary, converted to 
sRGB if necessary and be ready to save as a jpg or as a tif depending on the requirements of the 
competition.  Also, an image which does not fill the specified image size (for example, a portrait image) 
will be "padded out" with black so the projection software is not presented with an unspecified image 
size. 
At present images can be saved as XGA (1024 pixels ×768) or as SXGA+ (1400 pixels × 1050). The 
Yorkshire Photographic Union size of 1920 pixels × 1080 will be accommodated in the future if there is a 
demand for it.  
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KCPA Yearbook 2009 
 
The new Yearbook has now been issued and hopefully received by those entitled to have a copy 
(three copies for each Associate). 
 
 
Future amendments to the Yearbook 
 
Future amendments to the Yearbook will not feature within the Bulletin but will be circulated 
separately. The reason for this is that it had been suggested that the inclusion of a person’s name 
together with their postal and email addresses in the Amendments to the Yearbook section of 
Bulletins when on the KCPA website could facilitate internet fraud.  As a result it was decided 
that the best course of action was to remove all four Bulletins from the website pending 
discussion at the Delegates meeting on 4th April.  It was agreed at that meeting that the best – 
and safest – way forward was to omit amendments to the Yearbook from the Bulletin but to 
circulate them separately with the Bulletin. It was also decided that edited versions of the last 
four Bulletins (i.e without the Amendments to the Yearbook sections) should be placed on the 
website; this has now been done.
