KCPA Projected Digital Image Competition.

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Every bulletin I publish members names who have 
achieved a photographic award. I have asked one of 
them to tell his story and share two of his images: - 

 
 
Many of us have entered our photographic images into 

the various county exhibitions through the auspices of the 
club.  But did you know that there is a further level of 
exhibitions or salons which you as an individual can enter.  
These are organised by several large photographic clubs 
both in the UK and abroad and taking part can be very 
rewarding. Having an image accepted and seeing details, 
and sometimes the image reproduced in a catalogue is a big 
boost. 

Taking part is relatively straight forward. The most 
important point is to read the rules. Then prepare your 
images, complete the entry form and send off with the fees, 
remembering to allow time for receipt before the closing 
date. You then wait to hear whether your photographs have 
been accepted for exhibition. 

Most Exhibitions are ‘recognised’ by one of the principle 
photographic organisations such as the Photographic 
Society of America (PSA) or the Federation Internationale 
de L’Art Photographique (FIAP).  

 
This means that the exhibition judges can award 

internationally recognised medals and ribbons and that your 
acceptances can count towards distinctions from the PSA or 
FIAP. 

I began submitting prints to exhibitions in 2003 and 
have been lucky enough to have had sufficient acceptances 
in FIAP recognised salons to have been awarded the 
distinction of “Artiste” (AFIAP) in 2009 and the distinction of 
“Excellence” (EFIAP) this year.  What did this involve? 
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At the time of my application in 2008 the award of 

AFIAP required applicants to have been exhibiting in FlAP 
recognised exhibitions for a period of 5 years or more.  In 
2010 the rules changed. The time period for AFIAP is now 
12 months. Applicants must have achieved at least 30 
acceptances from 10 different images in 10 different salons 
in 5 different countries. 

For my award of EFIAP I had to have been exhibiting 
for a minimum of a further 12 months from the award of 
AFIAP and to have achieved a total, including those for 
AFIAP, of 150 acceptances with a minimum of 50 different 
images in at least 30 different salons in 15 different 
countries.  
 
I have found the experience of entering salons very 
enjoyable. If you are tempted I would suggest that you look 
at some of the salon websites such as:

It was much to my amazement this year when there is still 
slide work being produced in some clubs that the KCPA 
dropped slides from their Annual Exhibition; did not produce 
any rules for any form of slide work to be entered into 
competitions at county level and removed 57 years of 
mainly slide winners’ records from the Year Book. 

I felt so strongly I wrote to Clive Tanner FRPS, 
President of the KCPA.   I also secured the support of my 
club Staplehurst Photographic Society and Brian Woods the 
Chairman also wrote with the same concerns. 
GOOD NEWS, we have been informed that ALL past results 
will be acknowledged but on the new KCPA website as soon 
as possible.   Only previous years winners will now appear 
in the Year Book to help reduce production costs.The KCPA 
Executive Committee apologised for their omission which 
was due to an unfortunate error. 

For those of you who were not at the AGM on the 25th 
June, Clive Tanner announced that first generation slides 
would be included in the Projected Image Competition next 
year. It would not be feasible in 2011 as the Executive 
Committee would need to formulate, agree and issue rules 
to encompass this addition. The process is to begin at their 
July Executive Committee meeting. Other options for slide 
work at county level were also discussed and to be 
investigated further. 

I would like to thank Clive Tanner and the KCPA 
Executive Committee for dealing with our concerns 

For all of you who still enjoy producing first generation 
slide work the door has been re-opened and it is over to you 
now to support the opportunities that arise. 

In the meantime, to keep the momentum going I hope 
that our club will be in touch with all clubs to ascertain the 
amount of slide work and workers each has.
